4. Show concern and caution towards injured ath-
letes. Enforce the blood rule.

5. Play by the rules and in the spirit of the game.
6.  Accept responsibility for all actions taken.

7.  Abstain from the use of tobacco and/or drugs
and/or the consumption of alcoholic beverages
when officiating or actively participating in the
game.

Do not enter into nor undertake any action that
may bring the sport or the Association into
disrepute
